There is a
secret ballot out at this point in time and many, many
staff do not want to disrupt education but they do want
to send a very clear message to the Minister that they
are worth more and children deserve better. We will
keep you up to date with any developments as they
come to hand. If we are on strike then the school will be
closed for Health and Safety reasons due to an inability
to staff appropriately.
